If an explanation is given but is sent outside the period referred to in (2),
time for referring a complaint will run until a date specified in such an
explanation which must not be less than six months after the date on which
the notice is sent.

A complainant will be taken to have complied with the time limits in (1) to
(3) above if in any case he refers the complaint to the firm or V.J participant
within those limits and has a written acknowledgement or some other record
of the complaint having been received.
